How to identify a re-worked device

All recalled UltraLink devices from the affected batches, which
have been re-worked in our factory, have been Dot-matrix
marked with a letter ‘A’

The re-work marking is located on the side of the guard which
surrounds the spring-loaded button. This 'A" marking enables
users and PPE Inspectors to identify that a device that falls
within the recalled batch range, has undergone rework, and
has been deemed suitable for return to service.
